 Have resources like community affairs, marketing but don’t
have access to communities

Collaboration is key
* (CBOs, Health departments, Medical organizations

Include HBV w/ other efforts (health fairs, cancer
prevention, immunization, wellness)

Suburban vs. urban Asian profiles
* May be more insured but still with gaps in HBV screening

FB w/ higher current & previous infected HBV rates
Other FB at-risk: Africans, Caribbean, Latino

* Navigation, care management important for at-risk
populations due to healthcare barriers
