» SF Hep B Free was founded in 2007 as a private
public partnership between 3 co-founding
organizations

» San Francisco Department of Public Health
» Stanford Asian Liver Center
» AsianWeek Foundation

» In October 2017 we expanded into San Mateo
County (1 county south of San Francisco), under
the new name, San Francisco Hep B Free — Bay
Aread

» San Francisco — Over 1/3 of the population
(300,000+ people) are Asian or Pacific Islander

» San Mateo County — Approximately Y4 of the
population (200,000+ people) are Asian or Pacific
