Viral Hepatitis And Men Who Have Sex with Men

Key Facts about Viral Hepatitis in Men Who Have Sex
with Men (MSM) I

e Among adults, an estimated 10% of new Hepatitis A cases and 20% of new
Hepatitis B cases occur in MSM.

e MSM are at increased risk for Hepatitis C if they are involved in high-risk
behaviors.

e Thereis no vaccine for Hepatitis C and testing for Hepatitis C is not

recommended for MSM unless they were born from 1945 through 1965, have
HIV, or are engaging in risky behaviors. The best way to prevent Hepatitis C is by avoiding behaviors that can spread the

disease, especially sharing needles or other equipment to inject drugs.

Hepatitis A and Hepatitis B Vaccine Recommendation for Men Who Have Sex
with Men

CDC and the Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices (ACIP) recommend Hepatitis A and Hepatitis B vaccination
